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Flex Scheduling Queries - Overview

Basic concepts about Flex Scheduling

* Flex Periods (-) replace Periods

* Class Calendars (-) replace days of the week when working on
sections.

* Section Staff (.) replace Teachers on the sections

* Flex Scheduling is not required until Next Gen. However, it would
be wise to implement Flex prior to Next Gen to avoid multiple
training needs at the same time.




Flex Scheduling Queries

Flex Scheduling Queries (both SMS and MST) are different
than “classic” Aeries Scheduling in the following
circumstances:

* When you want to view tea rs as part of a query —
now pulling from the Staff (SEE) table

* When you want to view perio s part of a query— now
pulling from the Flex Periods (FFE) table

* When you want to view days that a cl eets —
now pulling from the Class Calendars ?ir)]table




Flex Scheduling Queries

Flex Scheduling — New Tables: @#

STF — Staff Table
FTF — Flex Periods
FTT — Flex Period Times
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SSE — Staff Sections (Query connector table between MST and STF)
SSM — Staff Scheduling Master (Query connector table between SMS and STF)

CCL — Class Calendars
CCD - Class Calendar Dates

SMS - List of sections that will be identified if Flex Period or Class Calendar is
missing or Scheduling Exculsion is turned on. Staff First Name, Staff Last Name,

Section, Flex Period, Class Calendar, Scheduling Exclusion by Staff First Name
Staff Last Name. (SMS.FSQ and SMS.CSQ are sequence numbers that are the Record

numbers from Flex Periods and Class Calendars)

BY STF.FN STF.LN

IF (SSM.PR = 1 AND SMS.FSQ < 1) OR

Example #6 — Mass Adding Class Calendar

Scheduling Setup - In a case where MST is copied to SMS In
Flex Scheduling, all sections and Flex Periods are copied, but
there are NO Class Calendars. This Mass Change Query can
quickly populate Class Calendars as needed.




Example #6 — Mass Adding Class Calendar

Create your Class Calendars — either one that fits all periods or one for each period.
